
 
 
 
 

OverDrive Instructions for the Amazon Kindle (1st edition) 

 
 

PLEASE NOTE: While you are able to purchase and download ebooks from the Amazon 
store directly onto your Kindle, downloading them from the libraryôs website (i.e. 

OverDrive) requires a personal computer (PC) and a few extra steps. 
 

1. Before you begin to browse and download books from the libraryôs website, please open 
your Internet browser and go to www.amazon.com.  
 

 
 

2. Log into your Amazon account. If you do not already have an Amazon account, create 
one at this time. PLEASE NOTE: You must log in using the same account 
information that you registered your Kindle under.

3. Now, open a new Internet window/tab and go to the DeSoto Parish Library website at 
www.desotoparishlibrary.com.

5. Click on the OverDrive icon at the top of the screen.

7. NOTE: Not all ebooks found on OverDrive are compatible with all devices 

(ereaders). For the Kindle, you may ONLY download books in the format listed below.  
(For formats compatible with other devices, go to http://www.overdrive.com/resources/drc/)  
 

 
 

8. From here, search OverDrive for a particular title to download, or just browse. Pay 
attention to the grey box below the title cover to confirm the format. If a title is available, 
it will show ADD TO MY ECART. If the title is unavailable (checked out), it will show 
ADD TO WISHLIST (put on hold).  
 

9. Once you find a book, click on ADD TO MY ECART (choose the correct format)

10. At this point, you can either continue browsing for additional titles, or click Proceed to 
Checkout.  

 
 

11.  Follow the prompts to sign-in to OverDrive.  
 

 
Select DeSoto Parish Library 

 
Enter your library card number (without spaces) and your PIN (try the last 4 digits of 

your phone number ï if this does not work, call the library)

12. Choose the lending period length (7 or 14 days) and click Confirm Check Out. 
 

 
 

13. Click the GET FOR KINDLE button to complete your checkout.  
 

 
 

14. A new browser window will now open showing your title within the Amazon Kindle store. 
Click the GET LIBRARY BOOK button on the ride side of the screen in the green box.   
 

 
 
 
 
 



15. After you complete this step, Amazon gives you a message that reads ñYour public 
library book has been delivered to your Kindle. The next time your Kindle connects to 
Wi-Fi, your title will download.ò Unfortunately, this does not work 100% of the time.  
 
Check and make sure by following these steps.  

a. If your Kindle is plugged into your computer, unplug it.  
b. Touch the MENU button and choose SYNC & CHECK FOR ITEMS.  
c. It may give you a message to connect to a wireless network. You must be 

connected to a wireless network in order to sync and check for items.  
d. The downloaded title should automatically begin downloading onto your Kindle 

once you are connected to Wi-Fi.  
e. If it does not automatically download your title, try turning your Kindle completely 

off and then back on. Check to see if the title appeared on your home screen.  
f. If your title is still not showing up on your Kindle, continue to follow the 

instructions below.  
 

16. If you unplugged your Kindle from your PC, plug it back in. Your Internet browser should 
still be open to Amazonôs website (www.amazon.com).  
Click on DOWNLOAD NOW. 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



17. Give it a few seconds. The title should automatically download to your computer (the 
location of the file depends on your PCôs settings). You should now see the following 
message from Amazon.  
 

 
 

The title/file should pop up at the bottom of your screen. 
 

18. Click on the small arrow located to the far right of the file name. This will open up a few 
options for the file. Click on SHOW IN FOLDER. 
 

 



19. The downloaded file will now be shown in the folder where it was downloaded.  
 

 
 

20. Now you need to open the Kindle folder on your computer. Go to the start button  
and click on COMPUTER/MY COMPUTER.  
 

 
 
 

21. Open the Kindle device (under removable storage).  
 

 
 



22. Open DOCUMENTS.
